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gun is lon<le<l by unsc1·cwi11g t.he bnnel nncl inserting n shell in tho 
breech end. The center section containing the firmg mechnnism 
is npproximnte]y 3½ inches in length nnd is encnsecl in a metnl grip. 
Ostensibly, the device wns desi�necl to fire 20 gimge tear gas cartridges. 
Howe\'er, it lms been est1tbli med that the device is nlso capable of 
clrnmbering nnd ref)entedly firiug, without nppnrent st.rnctnrnl clnm­
n�e, 20 gauge fixN shotgun shells. Held, smce the nbove-described 
gun is n wcnpon or device cupnblc of being concealecl on the pc1·son, 
it is n firearm within the purview of the Nntional Firearms Act, ns 
nmcndecl (Chapter 53 of tho Internnl IleYent1c Code of 1!)51}. See
